The log will contain:
e Date of issuance
e Rejection report number
e Part number
e Status
e Validation
o Validation will be done by receipts. Receipts will be monitored by inspection records. If a
nonconformance pertaining to the previous rejection is not found the CAR will be Validated
e Date closed.
o When an acceptable response is received
e Delinquent Responses
o Delinquent is categorized by greater than 30 days

The SCARS will be located in the same folder as the CAR log,
Not all nonconformance’s will trigger a CAR. CARs are issued at the discretion of the supplier quality engineer.
Notifications by part number/supplier will be noted in the log for reoccurrence.
